With this in mind, Charlotte’s vision for starting River Ridge was to establish a business model to help support local 
farms and to ensure sustainability for the surrounding community for years to come.  8 years ago, River Ridge 



introduced River Ridge Organics on the banks of the New River to build a sustainable berry operation on the most 
productive ground on the farm to compliment the cattle operation. Today River Ridge Organics has the equipment, 
the production, the customers and the labor to produce the finest organic berries in the world. We are looking for 
a team member to join our family. 
 
We pride ourselves on family values, working hard to 
get the job done, but also recognizing time to enjoy our surroundings because they are breathtaking. On 
weekends, we often drive to the top of Whitetop Mountain Road, soaring 5,520 feet and the highest peak in 
Virginia accessible by car, or cruise either the Mt. Rogers Scenic Byway or the Blue Ridge Parkway.
